Since the Rosewaywas
donated to our
organization one year
ago, we have watched
her steadily trans-
formed from a rotten
hulk to a sturdy ship.
We’re not done yet,but with the planking now complete, we
are suddenly aware of how far we have come.

When the World Ocean School began eighteen months ago,
we had a clear mission for education at sea that did not
include a ship’s restoration.While this rebuilding project has
been a spectacular opportunity, it certainly is not the reason
our organization exists. The World Ocean School is all
about building a commitment to ethics, to service, and to
education. We’re about creating a sense ofadventure that
lifts young people out ofthe ordinary and creates the unfor-
gettable. We’re about cultivating courage in the face ofreal
demands and challenges. And we’re about helping students
feel worthwhile, capable, and essential to our global future.

So far, we have invested over $500,000 in the restoration of
the Roseway—funds we have raised with the help ofpeople
like you.Eight months from now, the Rosewaywill be ready
to set sail and begin her life as a school ship. Now, with
completion in sight,we need only $700,000 to get there.

Restoration projects like this often take years to complete,
but our mission is calling, students are waiting, and we’re
eager to start our real work. Next summer, the Rosewaywill
set sail in Maine’s Penobscot Bay.Her precious cargo will be  
students from the Seeds ofPeace International Camp. The
following September, high-school girls from around the
United States involved in Kieve Ocean Term will come

aboard to begin their study in ocean science and engage in
the World Ocean School’s ethics curriculum.And this is just
the beginning.

The point is, we’re moving full steam ahead—and we’re so
grateful for all of the support that has made this incredible
process possible.
