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Historic  Roseway Sets Sail in St. Croix 

U.S. National Historic Landmark schooner makes home in Christiansted Harbor and prepares to 

offer sail training programs to the youth of St. Croix..  

 

The newly restored Roseway, owned by the World Ocean School, left its New England port in 

November and arrived in Christiansted on December 8 where she will now make her home for the 

winter season. Having formed a new relationship with local educator, Troy Billington, the World 

Ocean School is preparing to launch an after-school program for St. Croix’s two public high 

schools. Funding applications have been submitted to several local foundations to support the 

project and Mr. Billington feels confident that funding will come through in order to allow the 

program to begin mid-January. A grant will make it possible for any public high school student to 

participate in the program at no cost to them.  

 

“We’re humbled by the outpouring of support that this community has showed to us since we 

arrived,” says Abby Kidder, Executive Director and co-founder of the World Ocean School.  

“We’re not only excited about the possibilities for Roseway, but also about the ways in which we 

hope Roseway can contribute to St. Croix’s lively communities and help facilitate the worthy 

efforts taking place here already.”  

 

 



Along with the after-school program that they hope to kick off this month, World Ocean School 

will also be open to work with other schools and youth groups in the mornings and on weekends. 

Since Roseway is a National Historic Landmark ship built in 1925, the school likes to make it 

available to the public, so each day they offer a 2.5 hour day-sail open to anyone from 

Christiansted Harbor. These public sails also help raise funds for the education programs. 

 

“Roseway is not a replica—she’s the real thing and we invite anyone who is interested in 

experiencing life on board this incredible piece of history, to join us on any of our sails,” says 

Dwight Deckelmann, Vice President and Director of Marine Operations. “The wind is incredibly 

good here in St. Croix so the experience is a real adventure sail on a real ship.” 

 

Currently Roseway lives at anchor in Gallows Bay and picks up/drops off at the ferry dock. With 

the start of the after-school program, the National Park Service is considering making the wall at 

the King Christian Hotel available for students and guests to board Roseway at this more central 

location.
